Welcome back! This week we finished the NAPLAN tests having been supervised by teachers in a calm and supportive ‘test
environment’. | was glad to see so many smiling faces this morning as the students anticipated the Numeracy test with
confidence and ‘coolness’. NAPLAN provides valuable data about individuals, but also about the school cohort that sit the
tests. Our Greenhill South Partnership of schools reviews this data annually to help set directions and improvement
strategies. NAPLAN is just one of the many indicators of a student’s academic ability. Teachers Yr 2-7 use tests such as
PAT-Reading and PAT-Mathematics and teachers R-3 use Running Records data to determine a student’s reading ability.
Along with these tests, teacher judgement and feedback to students, play an important part in developing learner
dispositions that build confidence and capacity. The Formative Mid-Year Report is one of several formal communications
where students and parents receive information regarding achievement and future learning goals. All teachers are
preparing these reports throughout Term 2 for distribution on Thursday 7 July (Last Day of Term 2).
