STEM Works Update

Plans for upgrading the Junior Primary Building
are pinned up on the board in the Conference
Room. They include improvements to the
corridor area, kitchen and the addition of a
covered outdoor area adjoining the easte rn
wall of Rooms 12 and 13. Work will involve
replacement of the northern facing walls and
windows, addition of a verandah along the
length of the annex plus redesign of the interior
and kitchen. Classrooms will not be touched
except for sliding doors bet ween Rooms 11 and
12 and between Rooms 9 and 10 plus new
doors from Room 12 to the new outdoor area.

We are having regular meetings with the STEM
Project Team and the builders are now on
board. Work will begin in the school holidays
with the removal of t he northern annex facade.
Further construction will happen in Term 3.

Staff members are planning the relocation of
the five Junior Primary classes which will happen
in the latter part of Week 10 this term in
readiness for an organised start to Term 3. We
are considering the Reception/Year 1 classes
moving to the hall and the Year 2 classes
moving to the administration building in the
Conference Room and  Science area.

The use of the hall and administration area for
classes has resulted in a modified events
schedule for Term 3 but we feel that the end
result of flexible learning spaces with new
furniture, lighting, air conditioning, storage and
outlook will be worth it.
